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RESUMO

Entre as desconstrucoes formuladas pelos teéricos da pdés-modernidade, a reflexao
sobre os novos significados da Memoria tem gerado leituras até certo ponto
inquietantes, nos desdobramentos de uma nova sensibilidade em relacao ao
Tempo. Tanto a memoria coletiva - materializada nos acervos institucionais - como
a memoria pessoal, foram profundamente afetadas pelos meios eletronicos como a
fotografia, o cinema, a televisdo e, mais recentemente, pela informatica. Todos
funcionam como novos suportes de meméria que, se por um lado, fragilizam a
memoria individual, por outro significam novas relacbes com o0s suportes
tradicionais de acervo das memorias, no museu, no arquivo e na biblioteca. O
presente artigo propée uma revisao bibliografica entre os tedricos que tém se
dedicado a analisar o momento contemporaneo, para com eles buscar
compreender a inquietante relacao contemporanea com o presente e o futuro,
mas, em especial, com o passado e, em relacao a ele, o papel da memoria.
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ABSTRACT

Among the deconstructions formulated by post-modernity theoreticians the
reflection on the new meanings of Memory have generated readings to a certain
extent worrying in the consequences of a new sensitivity in relation to Time. Both
collective memory - materialized in institutional collections - and personal memory
were deeply affected by the electronic media such as photography, cinema,
television and, more recently, information technology. All function as new supports
for the memory. If, on the one hand, they fragilize individual memory, on the other
hand they mean new relationships with traditional supports of memory collection: in
the museum, in the archive, and in the library. This article proposes a bibliographic
review among the theoreticians who have devoted themselves to analyzing the
contemporary moment and with them to try to figure out the worrying contemporary
relationship with the present and the future, but, especially, with the past and,
related to it, the role of memory.
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
